1 Introduction
This template aims to clarify general guidelines for submission in the Full Paper (AC) and Scientific Initiation (IC) categories. Full papers must have a maximum of 6,000 words, while IC papers are limited to 3,000 words (including titles, abstracts, references, footnote[footnoteRef:1], etc.). It is understood that full papers are those that contemplate results of original research, preferably already completed or in the final stages of completion, and, if selected, they must be presented orally by the author(s) during the event. ATTENTION! Papers may be submitted in Portuguese, English, and Spanish, since they follow the ABNT format. [1: Footnote example.] 

A maximum of five authors is allowed, and the file size must not exceed 10MB. Submitted papers will be analyzed by an Evaluation Committee based on: (1) relevance; (2) originality; (3) technical quality; and (4) presentation quality (as shown in Table 1).

For the article to be included in the event program, at least one of the authors must be registered for the 16th P&D Design. The inclusion of approved papers in the proceedings will occur upon the presentation of the work at the event.  

*Regarding Track 13 — Doctoral Dialogues in Design (DDD’81), this will be a space dedicated to doctoral students for debating trajectories, challenges, and research methods in design, strengthening academic networks, and sharing strategies for retention and well-being in graduate studies. DDD’81 is open to doctoral students from Graduate Programs in Design already registered for P&D 2026, upon submission of an Expanded Abstract and a PDF presentation containing: title, problem, objectives, methodology, expected results, and schedule. The submission of the Thesis Qualification Document is optional, though desirable, as a supplementary document if the candidate has already qualified. Due to its transversal nature, DDD’81 welcomes doctoral research on any theme within the field of design, contributing to the strengthening of the doctoral community in Brazil.

3 Methods and Materials 
3.1 Important Submission and Presentation Notes
Proposals must be submitted between March 23, 2026, and May 29, 2026, via https://doity.com.br. There is no limit on the number of proposals per participant. Papers must be original and not previously published or presented elsewhere.
The Organizing Committee and the Scientific Committee are not responsible for typing, spelling, or grammar corrections. Furthermore, they are not responsible for the originality of the work submitted to this event. Papers must not have been presented at another event, published in journals, or any other media outlet. You should aim to meet the reviewers' recommendations and perform a final revision of your text.
For the submission of papers, it is not necessary to pay the registration fee. However, after approval, payment of this fee will be required according to the participant's profile, as informed on the website https://www.peddesign2026.com/ . Payment must be made on the DOITY platform (https://doity.com.br ) and will be available starting from the opening date of submissions.
Full papers selected for oral presentation must respect a maximum time of 15 minutes, with 10 minutes for the presentation and five minutes for discussions and questions. We emphasize that the rooms will be equipped with multimedia projectors and equipment for presenting .PDF files, which must be submitted in advance through the event platform.



3.2 Notes, Precautions, and Relevance Regarding Correct Information Registration in the System
It is emphasized that the content—for the organization of the program booklet, certificates, proceedings, etc.—will be captured directly from the registration completed by the authors in the system and from the attached files. Therefore, the correct registration of information and files for publication is the sole responsibility of the authors. Requests for subsequent changes to documents (such as proceedings, certificates, or the program booklet) resulting from incorrectly registered information will not be granted.
At the time of submission, a single file in PDF format must be uploaded, including the identification of the author(s). To ensure a blind review, the Doity platform will automatically remove these data before sending the file to the evaluators. If adjustments are requested after the evaluation, the corrected version must be resubmitted on the platform in the appropriate space that will be made available upon receipt of the notice to perform the corrections.

3.3 Work Formatting
Authors must follow the instructions provided in the scientific article template. The submission and blind review evaluation process will be conducted electronically via an electronic form on the event website (https://www.peddesign2026.com/).

3.3.1 Paragraph Styles
This template includes pre-configured paragraph styles. To apply them, simply select the text and choose the corresponding style from the styles gallery found under the "Home" tab, as shown in Figure 1.

3.3.2 Page Formatting
Line numbering is active to support version control and the consolidation of contributions, ensuring clear references during the review and approval cycle.
The page must be formatted in A4 size, portrait orientation, with top vertical alignment, and 2cm margins. 
The text must include a header formatted according to the template (containing the event's Visual Identity).The footer must have a 1.5 cm spacing from the page edge, with the text "16º Congresso Brasileiro de Pesquisa e Desenvolvimento em Design, Recife (PE)" in Montserrat font, size 10, italic, and centered.
IMPORTANT: pages must not be numbered.


3.3.3 First Page
The first page must contain: (1) article title in Portuguese and English; (2) name(s) of the author(s), their highest degree, institution of origin, and e-mail; (3) resumo and abstract with a maximum of 150 words each, followed by three keywords in Portuguese and three keywords in English, separated by semicolons and ending with a period.
The Title in Portuguese must be in Montserrat font, size 18pt, bold, with a 2cm left indent, maintaining a 6pt space with the title in English. The title in English must be in Montserrat font, size 14pt, italic, with a 2cm left indent, maintaining a 24pt space with the Name(s) of the author(s). 
On the first page, the name(s) of the author(s) must be in Calibri font, size 10pt, with a 2cm left indent, single spacing, maintaining a 24pt space with the resumo.
The word ‘Abstract’ must be in Montserrat, size 14pt, bold, with a 2cm left indent, followed by the text of the abstract, which must be in Montserrat font, size 10pt, single spacing, maintaining a 6pt space with the keywords, which follow the same formatting. Leave an 18pt space between the abstract and the ‘Resumo’. 
The word ‘Resumo’ must be in Montserrat, size 14pt, bold, italic, with a 2cm left indent, followed by the text of the resumo, which must be in Montserrat font, size 10pt, single spacing, italic, maintaining a 6pt space with the keywords which follow the same formatting.

3.3.4 Text Formatting
Titles must be in upper and lower case and numbered progressively. First-level titles must be in upper and lower case, using Montserrat font, size 14 pt, bold, maintaining a 6pt space from the previous paragraph, and must not exceed two lines (style: PD_título N1). Second and third-level titles must be in Montserrat, size 12pt and bold (second level, style: PD_título N2) or bold italic (third level, style: PD_título N3)).
The body of the text must be in Montserrat font, size 12, single-spaced, with a 0.75cm first-line indent and 6pt spacing between paragraphs (style: PD_normal). In cases where a citation exceeds three lines of text, it must be in a separate paragraph, in Montserrat font size 10, single-spaced, with the entire paragraph indented 4 cm to the left, as provided for in the ABNT standard (style: PD_citacao), as in the following example:

The designer combines graphic materials–words, pictures, and other graphic elements–to construct a visual communications gestalt. This German word does not have a direct English translation. It means a configuration or structure with properties not derivable from the sum of its individual parts. […] The designer combines visual signs, symbols, and images into a visualverbal gestalt that the audience can understand. The graphic designer is simultaneously message maker and form builder. This complex task involves forming an intricate communications message while building a cohesive composition that gains order and clarity from the relationships between the elements (Meggs, 1992, p. 1).

3.3.5 Images and Captions
Images must be centered and must not exceed the width of the text area ; maximum height of 9cm, minimum resolution of 150 DPI and maximum of 200 DPI ; caption and source must be centered, according to the template, in Montserrat font, size 10, with an 18pt space before the caption and 18pt after the image source. Always add a reference to the image throughout the text (Figure 2).

3.3.6 Tables or Charts
Tables must not exceed the width of the text area. The text within the table must be in Montserrat font, size 10pt (style: PD_conteudo_tabela). The table caption must be in Montserrat, size 10, centered, maintaining an 18pt space with the text.

6 Artificial Intelligence Use Policy
The use of Generative AI (GenAI) tools for spelling and grammar correction, or to help improve writing clarity, is acceptable. However, any use of these tools must be explicitly declared in the “Artificial Intelligence Use Policy” section, both in the manuscript version submitted for evaluation and in the final version prepared for publication after approval.
The description must include the name of the tool and a brief description of the type of task for which it was used (for example, images, spelling/grammar check, code verification). It is not acceptable to use GenAI to write your article, produce result graphics, or formulate any conclusions. The article must be entirely authored by the proponents. Humans must maintain supervision, editing, and final responsibility for AI-generated content, which cannot be listed as an author. Failure to disclose the use of GenAI will result in the rejection of the submission.

7 Acknowledgements 
The acknowledgement text should only appear in the final version for publication and must be removed from the submission version.
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
